This German military cemetery is taken care of by
the German War Graves Commission on behalf of

the German government. Young people from all over
Europe make their voluntary contribution while

taking part in an international youth camp. Our
members and sponsors finance these efforts with fees
and donations.

World War Il did hardly spare any European
country, thus bringing death and sorrow also to

the people in the Kingdom of the Netherlands.
Numerous memorials remind us of those hard times.

The cemetery for the German war victims was laid
out by the Dutch Graves Service, who started to
recover all Germans killed in war from all over the
country to this place. More than 31,000 casualties
of World War Il found their last resting—place on this
28-hectare (85.2—-acre) field. Right of the entrance
you will find 85 victims of World War | who had

- previously been buried in Maastricht and other com-

nities.
